The Wastewater Collection Division of the City of San
Diego’s Metropolitan Wastewater Department (MWWD)
has received ISO 14001 Certification for Environmental
Management from the ISO for Standardization,
headquartered in Geneva, Switzerland. The Collection
Division is the third MWWD Division to be recognized
with ISO Certification for its commitment to an energetic
environmental management system.  It is also the first
wastewater collection operation in the U.S. to achieve such
recognition from the ISO.

To receive certification an organization must adopt and
strictly follow policies of regulatory compliance, pollution
prevention and continual improvement. Other certification
requirements include environmental awareness training for
all employees, compliance audits and management reviews
of  the division’s environmental management system.
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The Environmental Management System recognized by ISO
14001 Certification provides a constant reminder to
employees of their commitment to protect the environment
and conserve resources. It encourages employees to find
new and better ways to perform day-to-day activities and
contributes to the development of high performing teams.

In 1999, the Operations & Maintenance Division of
MWWD was the first publicly-owned wastewater treatment
operation in the nation to receive ISO 14001 Certification.
The department’s Environmental Monitoring & Technical
Services Division received its ISO certification in 2002, the
first publicly owned laboratory to receive the distinction.

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If  you’re part of  the water/wastewater industry,
whether an operator, consultant or regulator, you’ve
likely heard the acronym CMOM.  CMOM stands for
Capacity, Management, Operation and Maintenance
and is a proposed federal regulation which will revise
the NPDES permits of POTW’s nationwide.  The
primary function of the proposed CMOM
regulations is the management of, coordinated
response to and the reporting of Sanitary Sewer
Overflows (SSO’s).  Inherent in the regulation is an
integrated approach to asset management and
improved operation and maintenance planning for
POTW’s.

Owners of all municipal wastewater collection
systems would be required by the rules to develop
procedures to improve system capacity, perform
long-term planning for investments in infrastructure,
develop better documentation and asset management
procedures and then share all of this information
with stakeholders more effectively.

There are four major documentation requirements of
the CMOM permit:

• CMOM Program Summary

• Overflow Emergency Response Plan

• Program Audit Report

• System Evaluation and Capacity
Assurance Plan

Many municipal collection systems are taking a
proactive approach to the eventual implementation
of  the CMOM regulations and are developing the
asset management systems, planning tools and
reporting mechanism to comply with the law.
Consultants can incorporate the upcoming
regulations into capital improvement planning,
infrastructure improvements and operations and
maintenance programs.  Owners and consultants can
work closely with local regional boards to integrate
the regulations into ongoing and upcoming projects.

Doing so now will allow owners and operators to have the
mechanisms in place to address future capital improvements,
effectively manage SSO’s, plan capacity improvements and
respond and report spills to the regulatory authorities.

CMOM encourages collection system owners to develop
“tr oublespot” lists, proactively address fat, oil and grease (FOG)
problems before they impact system capacity or treatment
processes, control I/I,  discover deficiencies and prioritize
their repair or replacement and effectively manage assets for future
growth.   Effectively implemented, CMOM isn’t a ominous
regulation, but rather a management tool for infrastructure assets,
planning and efficient use of resources.

At the heart of  CMOM is the concept of “affirmative defense”,
allowing operators to demonstrate that an established policy exists
to cover the day-to-day operation of the collection system and
defend against legal action or penalties due to conditions which
are beyond their control.
